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What does the Lord re-

quire? That we do justice, 

love mercy and walk hum-

bly with God.

What is FAST (Faith and 

Action for Strength To-

gether)? County-wide, in-

terfaith network to address 

root problems (a few at a 

time) that result in injus-

tice such as poverty and 

oppression. 

 

Why FAST? As individual 

congregations, we have 

minimal impact on ad-

dressing problems in Pinel-

las County such as illiter-

acy among our youthñ

which can spiral downward 

toward unemployment, 

poverty, desperation, 

drugs, and/or crime. 

Therefore, each year hun-

dreds of people from FAST 

congregations research 

specific problems and 

come together at the Ne-

hemiah Action in the 

spring to obtain commit-

ments from local officials 

to make changes. 

 

FAST Nehemiah Action is 

Monday, April 11, 7 p.m., 

Indian Rocks Baptist 

Church (We will leave St.

Below are issues that FAST 

is addressing at the Nehe-

miah Action. 

 

Education: 

The No Child Left Behind 

report shows that the 

2010 graduation rate for 

black students was 60.3%, 

while in the same year 

82.5% of white students 

graduated. Other statewide 

reports indicate that in 

2008 only 21% of black 

males in Pinellas gradu-

ated with a standard di-

ploma. Last year, FCAT 

scores showed that district 

wide, 74% of third-graders 

read at or above their 

grade level, while only 41% 

of tenth-graders read at or 

above their grade level. 

Poor reading skills and low 

graduation rates are inevi-

tably linked. Our district 

introduced a special pro-

gram in 1999 to help 

struggling elementary and 

secondary students im-

prove their reading skills. 

However, a 2006 evalua-

tion showed that only 4.5% 

of the students enrolled in 

the program received the 

fully implemented version.  

FAST has invited school 

superintendant Dr. Julie 

Janssen, to the Nehemiah 

Action. 

 

Crime/Drugs: 

The recidivism rate in Pi-

nellas County is 70%.  The 

Pinellas County jail for-

merly had a comprehen-

sive rehabilitation pro-

gram, Smart Choices, 

which reduced the recidi-

vism rate from 70% to 

40%.  Last fall, Sheriff 

Coates eliminated this pro-

gram as a budget decision. 

However, rehabilitation 

costs far less than habitual 

incarceration. Our research 

shows there are sources of 

funding to reinstate the 

program. Offenders who 

begin a program in jail 

have a 90% chance of suc-

cessfully completing a post

-jail program. FAST invited 

Sheriff Coates to the Ac-

tion.  

 

Our state currently has 

$19 million from the fed-

eral government to expand 

drug courts in 8 counties 

in Florida as a pilot project 

for saving money.  Approxi-

mately 4,000 people could 

be diverted from prison, 

saving the state $95 mil-

lion. However, because the 

criteria for entering the 

program has become so 

restrictive, less than 15% 

of the program funding has 

been administered. Cur-

rently House Bill 81 and 

Senate Bill 400 are before 

the Florida Legislatureña 

bill that will loosen the cri-

teria and allow more peo-

ple who commit non-

violent offenses to make 

use of this program.  

 

Unemployment: 

Current unemployment in 

Pinellas County is 11.7%. 

When the City of St. Peters-

burg awards contracts, 

FAST is asking that they:  

1. award 10% to small 

local businesses;  and  

2. pass an ordinance for 

companies receiving 

contracts to hire a 

percentage of local 

workers, thus stimulat-

ing the local economy.

This old system of ex-

change of goods and ser-

vices is building vibrant 

communities by helping 

people of every age. ability, 

skill, financial situation to 

exchange services and 

skills among them-

selves.  These exchanges 

are done using "Time Dol-

lars."  With Time Dollars, 

each person's time contri-

bution is considered of 

equal value, no matter 

what the service. The Time 

Bank model has been 

adopted in more than 300 

communities in 23 coun-

tries in North America, 

Europe, and Asia. 

  

Edgar Cahn, an innovator 

in alternative economies 

and social justice is foun-

der of the Time Banking 

system.  During the Ken-

nedy and Johnson admini-

strations, he was instru-

mental in the development 

of AmeriCorps/ VISTA and 

legislation for the "War on 

Poverty."  Dr. Cahn's book, 

No More Throwaway Peo-

ple explains the concept of 

Time Banking which was 

first implemented in the 

District of Columbia in the 

'80's as a way of delivering 

services to the needy while 

empowering them with 

opportunities to assist oth-

ers. 

  

Recently, I've been investi-

gating Time Banking for 

our community at St. 

John's.  To begin with, this 

would strengthen us as a 

community and then, in 

time, we could reach out to 

the larger community.  I 

have discovered there are 

two groups already started 

in our area.  Both are new 

and very small, but we 

could learn a few things 

from them, I'm sure.  The 

umbrella organization 

TimeBanksUSA has a 

starter kit and support 

along the way. Investi-

gate www.timebanks.org.

Spring is a time of new beginnings. Why not begin making some healthy changes in your 

diet? 

1. Limit saltñboth in cooking and on the table. 

2. Drink water and limit sugary drinks. 

3. Use olive or canola oil instead of butter when cooking. 

4. Add one fish or seafood meal each weekñmore is better. 

5. Clean and slice veggies and keep them on hand for snacking. 

6. Use a yogurt-based dip rather than sour cream. 

7. Cut up apples or oranges and serve them as dessert. 

8. Switch to skim or low fat milk. 

9. Try one new fruit and one new vegetable from time to time. 

10. East one vegetarian meal per week.
