WHAT DOES THE WORD

WHAT IS ALL SAINTS' DAY? "SAINT" MEAN?

All Saints' Day is a festival
on which the church re-
members and honors all
the Christian faithful, both
known and unknown. This
festival has its origins in
the Roman Catholic church
of the Middle Ages.Re-
flecting on the lives and
examples of the saints had
been a widespread prac-
tice of Christians since the
earliest days of the
church. By the early Mid-
dle Ages, the liturgical cal-
endar was filled with the
commemorations of hun-
dreds of saints and mar-
tyrs. Many of these lesser
observances were com-
bined into a joint celebra-
tion called All Saints' Day.

WHEN IS ALL SAINTS' DAY

CELEBRATED?

The traditional date for the
observance of All Saints'
Day is November 1. How-
ever, many churches

sanctus, which means
"holy."

WHO ARE THE SAINTS?

God declares everyone
who has been baptized
and believes the promise
of the gospel to be justi-
fied, holy, and blameless.
The communion of saints
therefore includes both
those still living on earth
and those who have died
in the faith and are now
living in heaven.

WHAT IS THE LITURGICAL
COLOR FOR ALL SAINTS'
DAY?

The color for All Saints' Day
is white. As the Book of
Revelation testifies, God's
saints are those who have
é washed their robes and
made them white in the
blood of the Lamb.
(Revelation 7:14).
